Motion Molacek, second Johnson to approve March Minutes, Bills and Committed Monies as presented and Viking Coke invoice for $562.25.   Motion carried. (5-0)

Liquor:
· Reviewed manager’s liquor report.

Fire:
· The first White Earth Fire Chiefs Association will be held on April 16th.  The FC plans to attend.
· The helicopter landing zone will not be used during the construction of the new fire hall.  Fire Chief Heinlein to contact proper authorities.
· General consensus to not do a groundbreaking ceremony for the fire hall, rather an open house in the fall for both the fire hall and the landing zone.

Motion Annette, second Angela to approve the increase from 6 to 7 sets of fire department turnout gear (no scba’s) at a cost of $27,500 payable from the Fire Fund.  Motion carried. (5-0)

Public Works:
· The council was presented with the Callaway 2023 Drinking Water Report.  This will also be posted on the website.
· The city received a Certificate of Commendation for wastewater monitoring and reporting from the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency.
· City wide clean up day will be Thursday May 9th.
· The park layout was presented to the council for review. Will look into lighting and possible security.
· The city received a grant from the MN Dept of Health to GIS curbs stops, part of the Lead and Copper Inventory required by the state.

Motion Annette, second Johnson to approve the purchase of a dissolved oxygen sensor for testing purposes in the wastewater treatment plant.  Motion carried (5-0)



Fire Hall:

Motion Johnson, second Soyring to approve PCO#001-CR52 Entrance Area Revision, a credit of $6,020.00, and PCO#002 TH59 Entrance Revision, a cost of $1,942.50.  Motion carried. (5-0)

Motion Annette, second Molacek to approve the clerk and public works director to approve future change orders up to $5,000 and authorize the clerk to sign. The change orders will be presented at the next council meeting.  Motion carried. (5-0)

· Police Chief’s report reviewed.
· Discussion of underage drivers on dirt bikes, side by side’s, 4 wheelers etc on city streets and parental overview.

Motion Molacek, second Annette to purchase a 2024 Ford Explorer Police Utility Vehicle at a cost of approximately $63,000 for the vehicle and to decommission the old squad and upfitting the new squad.  Motion carried. (5-0)
