Auditor Colleen Hoffman presented the 2023 city audit to council.  Everything went well.
The value of the city went up about $500,000, due to gaming at the liquor store.

Motion Molacek, second Annette to approve April Minutes, Bills and Committed Monies as presented.   Motion carried. (4-0)

Motion Annette, second Soyring to approve Findler Patterson’s second pay request on the construction of the fire hall.  $79, 509.96 payable from CIF.  Contingent on approval by the YHR Architect and PW Dillon.  Motion carried. (4-0)

Liquor:
· Reviewed manager’s liquor report.

Motion Annette, second Molacek to approve the purchase of new cameras and upgrading software at the liquor store.  Approved up to $8,900 with Arvig Security.  Payable 50/50 from Liquor Fund and CIF.  Motion carried. (4-0)

Fire:
· There are new OSHA mandates being proposed for all fire departments.  These laws would present many challenges for the department, including personnel, equipment and finance.  A response to the new proposed regulations should be submitted before June 21, 2024.  
· There have been many red flag/no burning restrictions this spring.  The department has been called out on calls responding to fires without permits and burning during the ban.  Bills will be sent out as per our policy.

Motion Molacek, second Soyring to approve Resolution 202 0514 01 Accepting the donation from West Central MN EMS Corp $400 for Fire Department.  Motion carried. (4-0)

Motion Annette, second Molacek to approve Resolution 2024 0514 02 Accepting the donation from Olson Pools and Spa-Hawley of $75.00 for Fire Department.  Motion carried. (4-0)



Police:
· Police Chief’s report reviewed.
· Chief attending training in Mankato for Predatory Offender Registration and Investing.
· Currently there are zero warrants in Callaway and the surrounding Callaway area.
· Consensus for Police Chief to work part time for Becker County Sheriffs Department.  As long as Callaway police business is addressed first (40 hours) there should be no issues.

Public Works:
· The next phase of playground equipment has been installed.  The final phase will be completed this fall.
· Clean up day went well – not as many items as in years past.
· Black top patching has been completed.
· Nuisance issues to be reviewed and process set in place.

Fire Hall:
· Construction is progressing on schedule. No issues at this time.

Clerk:
· The city passed the Pay Equity Compliance test.
